The alpine town of Jasper, situated in the heart of 

Jasper National Park is surrounded by towering 

peaks and an abundance of wildlife.    
 

The Icefields Parkway links Jasper to Lake Louise in 

the heart of the Rockies. It cuts through a valley of 
steep-sided, glacier-clad mountains, water-

smoothed canyons and emerald lakes.  
 

Banff is the flagship town of the Rockies, watched 

over by towering mountains in the middle of Banff 
National Park.     

 

 

 

 

DAY 3   Following the Yellowhead 

Hwy, we travel northeast 

towards the Rocky Mountains.  A 

highlight for today is a river safari 

ride through Grizzly Bear Valley, 

right in the heart of the world’s 

only inland temperate rainforest.  

Be on the lookout for bears and 

wildlife in their natural habitat 

from the comfort and safety of a 

jetboat. Next stop is Mt Robson,  

 

 

 

 

 

the tallest peak in the Rocky 

Mountains where the views are 

amazing on a clear day.  Arrive 

into the town of Jasper, 

surrounded by towering 

mountains, crystal clear lakes 

and an abundance of wildlife.

ITINERARY 

DAY 1 Fly into Seattle’s SEATAC 

Airport where you are met by 

your motorcoach and driver.  We 

head north, crossing the border 

into beautiful British Columbia 

and to our overnight in the 

stunning city of Vancouver.  Your 

hotel, the Rosedale on Robson, is 

situated in the heart of the sports 

and entertainment district of 

downtown. Join us for a 

welcome reception and get to 

know your fellow travellers. (WR) 
 

DAY 2 Begin the morning with a 

guided tour of Vancouver. Learn 

of the history and culture of 

Canada’s 2nd largest city. Leave 

the hustle and bustle of the city 

behind as we travel via the scenic 

Fraser Canyon to Hells Gate.  

Ride the tram down to the gorge 

valley and view the raging Fraser 

River as it pumps 200,000 gallons 

of water a minute through a 

channel only 110 feet wide.  

Following lunch, we depart to 

Kamloops, known for its dry 

semi-arid climate and rolling 

hills.  Overnight. (B, L)

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DID YOU KNOW? 

There are nearly 600 species of diverse 

wildlife found throughout Alberta. 

Watch for Alberta’s big seven all-star 

species: elk, moose, bighorn sheep, 

grizzly bear, bison, cougar and wolf.  

 

 
 

DAY 4 Today we will experience 

one of the most spectacular 

drives in the world, the Columbia 

Icefields Parkway. Journey back 

in time on a massive Ice Explorer  

all-terrain vehicle to the 

Athabasca Glacier, a 10,000-year-

old sheet of ice!  Enroute to 

Canmore, we visit Lake Louise to 

view the stunning turquoise 

waters and soaring peaks 

encircling the lake from the  
 

 

 

 

 
 

iconic Chateau Lake Louise. Our 

home for the next two nights is 

the Canmore Inn & Suites.  

Canmore is known for its craggy 

summits and charming vibe. It’s 

a short 20-minute drive east of 

Banff.  (B, L) 
 

DAY 5 Soak in the incredible 

views while exploring the resort 

town of Banff today. Ride the 

gondola to the top of Sulphur  

 

Mountain and marvel at the 360-

degree views. Enjoy beautiful 

Bow Falls and the historic Banff 

Springs Hotel.  Visit Cave and 

Basin National Historic Site and 

explore the shops, restaurants 

and art galleries and museums in 

the townsite.  (B) 
 

DAY 6 Leaving the majestic 

Rockies behind, we arrive into 

Alberta’s largest city, Calgary 

where a local step-on guide will 

provide an informative tour of 

this city rich with beautiful 

landscapes and a picturesque 

skyline.  Visit the Calgary Tower, 

an internationally recognized 

and iconic symbol of the city. 

Take in the 360˚views and test 

your courage by stepping onto 

the glass floor. Tonight we gather 

for our farewell dinner. (B, D)
